The Monthly, The Saturday Paper and 7am journalists are finalists across
a range of categories for this year’s Walkley Awards for Excellence in
Journalism, including long-form journalism, commentary, photography
and outstanding public service journalism.

The Monthly swept all three nominations in the category of Feature Writing

Photographer Natalie Grono was nominated for her photograph, “Peter
takes a moment”, featured on The Saturday Paper’s front page, and was
also awarded the 2022 Nikon Photo of the Year, administered by the
Walkley Foundation on behalf of Nikon.

With 7am also nominated in the category of Outstanding Public Service
Journalism for The Killing of Ann Marie Smith, this marks another
remarkable year for Schwartz Media’s independent publications.
